Course Description:
This is a Conversational Samoan Language Course at the elementary level. The focus is on enunciation, vocabulary building and the correct use of words in directed fundamental dialoguing, which should transit to more student oriented conversation. Upon completion students should become comfortably fluent that they should want to continue with further training in SAM 111 at ASCC or learning on their own. This course is intended for non-Samoan speakers and those who took SAM 101A.  

Course SLOs: 

The course is set up to meet a growing need for non-speakers who wish to speak the local language and participate in traditional activities. It is also for Samoan students raised mainly in English speaking homes both locally and off-island. This is also to equip students for higher classes both in ASCC and off island universities.

Course Format:

This course is conducted via formal lectures, class discussions, and student led discussions or presentations. Students will refer to instructor website for coursework resources and assignments. A guest speaker will also be invited to address an issue concerning Samoan language. 

Attendance & Late Assignment Policy:
